Day 1 Piraeus (Port of Athens), Greece

Walking in the shadow of the Acropolis in the Agora, you can
almost hear the voices of Plato, Socrates and Aristotle arguing
about who was the greatest philosopher. Ancient Athens, the
birthplace of democracy and epicenter of western civilization, is
a city for all eternity. Piraeus is the port of Athens, just 15km
from the city and 45km from the airport.

Day 2 At sea

Day 4 Cesme, Tiirkiye

On Turkiye's sun-drenched Aegean coast, Ce me combines
laid-back elegance with a touch of old-world charm. Passengers
can stroll through its whitewashed streets, shaded by
bougainvillea, and browse stylish boutiques or traditional craft
shops. The marina buzzes with life - chic cafes, sailing yachts,
and the scent of the sea drifting on the breeze.
